Conference "Sustainable Biomass for European Energy"

European key players of the sustainable energy sector, including policy makers, public officials, environment experts and other stakeholders will meet in Brussels on November 29th and 30th at the “Sustainable Biomass for European Energy” conference. This event is organised within the context of the Belgian chairmanship of the European Union, in cooperation with the Flemish Energy Agency and Wallonia (Department of Energy and Sustainable Building).

The conference will focus on issues with respect to the achievement of the 2020 national targets for renewable energy in the final energy consumption.

The themes on the agenda are: the availability of biomass and the need for imports, the likelihood of regional development and employment opportunities, optimum use and the requirement for a European framework for sustainability criteria. The European Commission has recently presented a report on criteria for sustainability for the use of biomass and biogas for the production of electricity, heating and cooling. The lack of legislation at a European level allows Member States to introduce national regulations.
Flemish Minister of Energy Freya Van den Bossche opens the academic session on November 29th and Walloon Minister of Energy Jean-Marc Nollet will end the day.
On November 30th, it is possible to visit innovative biomass installations in Flanders and Wallonia.
